God is Protector, Level 2 (age 6) 

Topic: The Earth in Space

Introduction:

God has created our planet with conditions shared by no other planet. We are protected from extreme heat and cold, from radiation and from harmful meteors. (There is even greater protection available, when we ask God daily for His protection against harm and evil.)

Memory Verse:

Psalm 27:1 - The Lord is my light and the One who saves me. O fear no-one. The Lord protects my life.

Biblical Stories:

2 Kings 6 God's army of angels.

Daniel 3 & 6 God protects Daniel and Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego.

Isaiah 31:5 The Lord protects Jerusalem.

Ecclesiastes 7:12 Wisdom is protection.

Acts 5:17-32 The Lord protects Apostles. Release from jail.

Acts 12:1-19 Peter's arrest and deliverance.

Revelation 22:10-21 Jesus returns. He is our protector.

Science

Aim:

To show that God has created our planet with special conditions for our well- being. He has provided the atmosphere for protection.

Objectives:

· Understand the properties of the atmosphere

· Explain the position of the earth in space

· Compare conditions on earth with those on other planets

Activities:

· Experiments to show that the atmosphere is made up of different gases

· Observation of changes in cloud cover.

· Researching information on the sun's rays and the protection provided by the atmosphere; the ozone layer; impact of pollution.

· Making a model of the Solar System.

· Recording temperature.

· Drawing conclusions about temperatures suited to life-support.

Skills:

observing; communicating; researching; recording; making inferences; making measurements.

Social Studies:

· Preparing for adverse weather conditions; human protection services.

Attitudes:

curiosity; confidence; diligence.

God is Protector, Level 5 (age 10) 

Topic: Blood

Introduction:

Faith in the shed blood of Jesus protects the Christian from all spiritual adversities. Blood is a powerful symbol of life and protection. Blood serves a number of functions in the human body. One of its principle roles is protection. The human body has many built-in designs to protect its well being. When situations arise where these features are overwhelmed, then God still protects us through medicines and first-aid given to us by members of our community. A study of blood and first-aid highlight how God protects us and how we are to protect each other.

Memory verse:

Hebrews 13:20 - I pray that the God of peace will give you every good thing you need so that you can do what He wants. God is the One who raised from death our Lord Jesus, the Great Shepherd of the sheep. God raised Him because of the blood of His death. His blood began the agreement that God made with His people. And this agreement is eternal. I pray that God, through Christ, will do in us what pleases Him. And to Jesus Christ be glory forever and ever. Amen.

Biblical Stories:

Luke 22:7-20 - Cup of the new covenant in Jesus' blood poured out for us. Protection from sin, Satan and eternal alienation from God.

Science

Aim:

To provide students with an opportunity to learn how God protects our health by the defensive action of out blood.

Objectives:

Students will be able to:

· describe the different types of blood cells and draw them.

· report their blood type.

· list the functions blood fulfills.

· use a microscope to identify different blood cells.

· compare human blood with that of other organisms.

· explain the role of a blood bank.

· explain how blood protects and defends us.

Activities:

· Examine books and videos with pictures of human blood.

· Revise the circulatory system.

· Research the function that blood fulfills - transport of food, waste, oxygen, hormones and chemical messengers; anti-bacterial action of white blood cells, clotting capacity to prevent bleeding, temperature control.

· Use a microscope and examine blood.

· Visit of blood bank representatives who can test students and diagnose blood types.

· Study the effects of living at a high altitude on blood composition.

· Compare animal and human blood.

Skills:

Researching, communication results, using a microscope, comparing and contrasting blood cells and blood types, questioning blood bank representative.

Social Studies:

· Medical services; Red Cross; first aid; protection against disease and the consequences of accidents.

· Biography of Henry Dunnat

Attitudes:

Support for Red Cross; empathy for victims in need of first aid; appreciation of the marvellous design of the human body; appreciation of God's action in raising up people and organisations to promote and foster health.
